How to get there?

You can reach Kuopio by air, rail or road.

Flight connection (airport serviced by Finnair, Air Baltic and Blue1/SAS):

You can fly with Finnair and Blue1/SAS from Helsinki to Kuopio and with Air Baltic via Riga
(Latvia) to Kuopio. Flight time from Helsinki is approximately an hour.
